Summary of spinning wing decoy 3 year ban at SRSGA - dan dykstra

Based on a proposal by the
SFCHA, the Department of Natural
Resources and Environment has
approved an experimental three
year ban on the use of all spinning
wing decoys on the managed wa-
terfowl unit portions of the Shia-
wassee River State Game Area be-
ginning with the 2010 hunting sea-
son. The SFCHA feels this ban will
help reduce conflict among hunting
parties, and will help maintain a
quality managed hunting experi-
ence.

Many hunters have witnessed
first-hand the negative effect that
using SWD#s at the wrong time can
have on birds working an entire
field, which is especially true as the
season progresses when birds be-
come educated as commonly hap-
pens with birds in the refuges.
Some estimate as high as 80% of

the birds change course before
reaching the field when SWD0s are
being used. In addition, larger
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flocks of ducks avoid spreads which
include SWD@s, and geese com-
monly flare from them in flooded
crop fields. However some hunters
dondt realize the negative effect the
SWDis are having and continue to
use them, which hurts the chances
for all parties in the field. This can
lead to more conflict among hunt-
ing parties, and often an increase in

longer shots being taken and crip-
ples lost. Hunters choosing to util-
ize these areas already must abide
by stricter regulations such as shot
shell limits, shot size restrictions,
etc. This new regulation is consis-
tent with that philosophy. Hunters
wishing to use SWDis can do so on
any other property in the state.

The three-year experimental ban
will include a hunter satisfaction
survey by the DNRE to assess the
impact. The SFCHA is confident
that the results of the surveys will
support this new regulation. We
encourage all hunters using SRSGA
to give this ban an honest try, and
when asked by the DNRE to com-
plete a survey, please provide your
input. This will be critical in any
future regulation that may be pro-
posed or considered.
